The 2001 Census has resulted in population estimates for working-age men,
and hence for the working-age population as a whole, to be revised
downwards. The revised LFS estimates of numbers of working-age
households, and working-age people and children living in them, are therefore

lower than previous estimates.

The downward revisions to population estimates for working-age men have
resulted in relatively large downward revisions to numbers of households with
all adults in employment, because working-age men are more likely to be in
employment than not. While revisions to numbers of workless working-age
households are relatively small and downwards, revisions to the proportions
these represent of all working-age households are larger, and upwards. This is
because the downwards revisions for all households were, in percentage
terms, much greater than those for workless households (see charts, and table

below).

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While numbers of all working-age households have been revised downwards, numbers
of lone parent households with dependent children have been revised upwards. This is
because (a) the LFS weighting factors for women are larger than before (because
population estimates for working-age men are lower); and (b) most lone parents are

women.

Numbers of workless lone parent households have also been revised upwards, and
the upward revisions to worklessness rates for lone parent households are greater
than they are for other types of household. This is because the number of lone parent
households was previously underestimated and a relatively high proportion of such

households are workless.

Revisions to ethnicity tables

Revisions have been made to some of the tables in the ‘Work and worklessness
among households’ news releases published in July 2003 and January 2004. The
tables affected are table 7 of the July 2003 release and tables 5(i) and 5(ii) of the
January 2004 release.

BACKGROUND NOTES

1. The figures in this release are derived from the Labour Force Survey (LFS) household
datasets. These have been designed specifically for household and family analyses
and are available for spring and autumn quarters only.

2. Since the data in this release are based on statistical samples, estimates are subject
to sampling variability. If many samples were drawn, each would give a different
result.

3. The ranges shown for LFS data in the table overleaf represent ’95 per cent
confidence intervals’. It is expected that in 95 per cent of samples the range would
contain the true value. The ranges are approximated from data that are not seasonally
adjusted and have not been adjusted for unknown economic activity (see note 4). For
more information, see the Guide to Labour Market Statistics Releases, available from
the Labour Market Helpline 020-7533 6094.

4. Figures in tables 1(i), 1(ii), 2(i), 2(ii), 3(i) and 3(ii) include estimates for households
with unknown economic activity. This adjustment procedure was detailed in a
technical note in the January 2000 issue of Labour Market Trends. Figures in tables
1(iii), 1(iv), 2(iii), 2(iv), 3(iii) and 3(iv) have been left unadjusted as they refer to

CONCEPTS AND DEFINTIONS

A household is defined as a single person, or a group of people living at the same
address who have the address as their only or main residence and either share one
main meal a day or share living accommodation (or both).

A working-age household is a household that includes at least one person of working
age, that is a woman aged 16 to 59 or a man aged 16 to 64.

A workless household is a household that includes at least one person of working-
age where no-one aged 16 or over is in employment.

Children refers to all children under 16.

Dependent children are children aged under 16 and those aged 16 to 18 who are
never-married and in full-time education.

The other household types column in tables 1(ii) and 2(ii) refers to households which
contain more than one person and have no dependent children.

The household reference person is the householder, i.e. the person who:

a) owns the household accommodation, or

b) is legally responsible for the rent of the accommodation, or

c) has the household accommodation as an emolument or perquisite, or
d) has the household accommodation by virtue of some relationship to the

owner who is not a member of the household.

If there are joint householders the household reference person will be the one with the

higher income. If the income is the same, then the eldest householder is taken.
